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[Summary]

Broadly speaking, the technology possessed by Nitto Denko
can be categorized into material design (molecular design, syn-
thesis and polymerization, etc.) and product design technology,
in addition to process technology (process design, facility
design and mass-production technology) and evaluation tech-
nology (analysis, practical evaluation, simulations, etc.). As the
company's products are used in a wide range of fields, this of
course requires that the company be involved in an equally
wide range of technological research and development. While
at first glance these technologies may appear to be totally unre-
lated, the truth of the matter is that there is constant interaction
among researchers, which results in mutual enhancement.

The major technologies handled by the Core Technology
Center are material design technology and evaluation technolo-
gy. Research and development centers are located in the cor-
porate head office in Ibaraki, as well as in the Toyohashi,
Kameyama, Kanto and Onomichi Plant, with research and
development being carried out in each location according to the
requirements of each plant.

In terms of organization, the Adhesive Tape Research Center
(located in the Toyohashi Plant) and Reliability Evaluation
Technology Departments (located in each plant) all come under
the administrative umbrella of the Core Technology Center
(located in the corporate head office).
