The two centers together
are referred to as the Nitto Denko Malaysia R&D Center. 

The Nitto Denko Malaysia R&D Center occupies the same
site as NIDEM and NMM in a prime industrial area of Shah
Alam, capital of Selangor state. In order to respond rapidly
